🅰️ A Division Format
1. Each team will play two pool play matches, followed by a reseed into semi-finals.
2. All teams advance to the Gold Bracket.
3. Pool standings will be determined in the following order:
· Match Wins
· Set Wins
· If tied in both match and set wins, standings will be determined by Point Percentage (Pt. %):
Pt. % = Total Points Scored ÷ Total Points Allowed






B Division Format
1. Each team will play two pool play matches, followed by a reseed into the Gold Bracket.
2. The top 3 teams advance directly to the Semi-Finals.
3. The 4th and 5th place teams will play a "play-in" match for the final Semi-Final spot.
4. Pool standings will be determined in the following order:
· Match Wins
· Set Wins
· If tied in both match and set wins, standings will be determined by Point Percentage (Pt. %):
Pt. % = Total Points Scored ÷ Total Points Allowed
5. Bracket Play (if starting at 2:00 PM):
· Play-In Match: 1 Set to 25 (no cap)
· Semi-Finals: Best 2 of 3 sets to 25 (3rd set to 15) – Starting at 6
· Finals: Best 2 of 3 sets to 25 (3rd set to 15)  starting at 4 






B Team Pool Play Match Format 
Each match in pool play will consist of two sets to 25. The winner of the match will be determined using the following criteria:
1. Sets Won
· The team that wins more sets (e.g., wins both sets 2–0) is declared the match winner.
2. Point Differential (If Sets Are Split 1–1)
· If each team wins one set, the winner will be determined by the total points scored across both sets.
3. Tiebreaker
· If both the sets and total points are tied, the match will be recorded as a draw.

Example:
· Set 1:
Team A defeats Team B: 25–14
· Set 2:
Team B defeats Team A: 25–10
· Sets Won: 1–1 (Tied)
· Total Points Scored:
· Team A: 25 + 10 = 35 points
· Team B: 14 + 25 = 39 points
✅ Team B is the match winner because, although sets were split 1–1, they had more total points scored.



Ref Assignments 
Referee & Work Assignments
In accordance with Middle School tournament policies:
· Parent volunteers will serve as line judges, scorekeepers, and bookkeepers.
· Each team will be assigned one work duty during pool play, indicated on the schedule.
· In bracket play, the lower-seeded team will be responsible for working  the match.

Each Team for every match must provide 
· 1 Line Judge 
Each assigned work team must provide:
· 1 Scorekeeper
· 1 Bookkeeper
· 1 Libero Tracker (if needed)
Please make sure your team is prepared and available for your assigned officiating responsibilities.
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
